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Introduction
Successful inclusive education requires focused preparation of teachers, support
to children and families before a child enters school along with supports during
school. The support of the Ministry of Education is also essential. This article will
expose the post secondary educational options that are available in Alberta, overview
the global services available to children and families through the Government of
Alberta and outline the Ministry of Education support for inclusive education.

Teacher preparation programs
Students who are studying to become teachers typically enroll in a Bachelors
degree program. The most focused course work is available in Elementary Education.
Course work is most often provided through a minor in Special Education. While
limited in terms of required coursework, students take a course in exceptionalities,
assessment and individualized instruction, inclusive education and consultation and
collaboration in special education.
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After degree diploma programs

Students who already have earned a degree can study in the after degree diploma
program. This option is based on 24 credits (8 courses of 3 credits each). The after
degree diploma is available through an elementary or secondary route and has 4
core and 4 option courses. The four required course at the elementary level are
assessment and instruction of exceptional learner, behavior management, consultation
and collaboration and advanced assessment. Those four required courses at the
secondary route level are adolescent development, behavior management, consultation
and collaboration and individual instruction for adolescents with special needs.

Graduate programs
Students can also study at a Master and Ph.D. level. Master level students can
complete their degree based on course work or course work and thesis. Those at a
Ph.D. level are required to complete research and write and defend a dissertation.
At the graduate level, courses are available in research methods, advanced assessment
and testing, current issues, motivation, inclusive education strategies, development,
learning and cognition.

Global supports to children with disabilities and their families

Before a child enters school, a number of supports and services are available to
children and families. Families require information on the diagnosis of their child’s
disability along with the learning and educational implications for the child. Parents
often benefit from parent support groups as well.

Many children with disabilities are able to take advantage of early interven-
tion services. These services are typically home based from birth to 2 ' years of
age. Developmental specialists work directly with a child to help develop skills that
are delayed. These services are individualized and can focus on communication and
language skills, physical skills, behavior skills, learning and readiness skills. Chil-
dren from 2 % to 5 are able to access center based services. These services are
delivered at a central site where children come together to work on developmental
as well as socialization skills that are important as they enter early childhood
programs and school based programs. Early intervention programs are based on the
assumption that children can develop those skills that typically developing children
automatically acquire.

Family based services, offered by the Ministry for Children and Families are
viewed as complementary. Children are seen holistically and within the context
of the family. Specifically, Family Supports to Children with Disabilities provides
financial supports that are related to the extraordinary costs associated with caring
for a child with a disability. In addition, family support is provided in the form of
respite and relief care.

School placement
Student placement, once a child enters into school, is mandated by legislation
and policy. The neighborhood school and regular classroom is the first placement
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option for all children. This policy statement is based on a philosophy of equality,
sharing, participation, dignity and worth of the individual. Full participation of
each student allows for development of the child’s full potential. A student may be
deemed as being in need of special education because of behavior, communication,
intellectual, learning or physical characteristics. Students who require special health
care services or who are gifted or talented are also categorized as being eligible
for special education services. The decision to place a child in a special education
option must be made in consultation with student, if appropriate, and the parent.
Parents are seen as equal partners in their child’s education. The placement is made
in the best interests of the child and in a process that gives parents/guardians the
opportunity to help make decisions about all aspects of placement and programming.
If a student is placed in a special education program, the school is required to develop
an individual program plan that included the following components:

— Assessment

— Goals
Objectives

— Recommendations for educational services

— Review dates

— Placement plan if served outside of regular classroom

— Placement plan to return to regular classroom

Should parents disagree with the placement decision, the first level

of appeal is to the school. If a satisfactory resolution cannot be reached at the
school level, the second level of appeal is to the school board. The third level of
appeal is to an objective review panel and then finally to the Minister of Education.

Teacher support

There is also a policy responsibility to teachers. This responsibility includes
providing ongoing and adequate learning resources, classroom support, in service
training, ongoing professional development opportunities, ongoing support and
educational assistance. There is also provision for consultation in the areas of behavior,
communication, learning support, physical education and sensory areas. Consultation
is directly to the classroom teacher and is designed to assist in maintaining an
inclusive educational environment for the student.

There are also a number of school and district initiatives that are in place to
support teachers. An annual teacher convention helps teachers to maintain their
professional practice by offering workshops and seminars in a variety of topics.
Typically inclusive education, classroom and individual student management strategies
are part of the program. Professional development workshops are offered throughout
the school year at individual schools and as district wide offerings. Teachers are
encouraged to take part in courses that are offered in the summer. There are also
sabbatical opportunities, although they are limited in number.

The Alberta Teachers Association (ATA) also plays a role in ongoing professional
development for teachers. They offer information and support in learning to develop
and implement individual program plans. The ATA has also developed a number of
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position papers that outline supports that are recommended for teachers in inclusive
classrooms. One such paper outlines specific recommendations to reduce class size
in inclusive classrooms. While these do not have the force of legislation or policy,
they are useful in influencing the policy and practice of inclusive education.

Conclusion
This article identified the need for collaborative and comprehensive policy to
support successful inclusive education for children with disabilities. The need for
global supports and services to children and families was outlined. The ministry
of Education sets policy for inclusive education. Teacher preparation and teacher
professional development programs provide the knowledge and skills for teachers
to successfully include children with disabilities into classrooms.
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
